Тема уроку: Магазини. Покупки.

Цілі уроку: 

практична – закріпити лексичні одиниці з теми “Магазини”; 

розвивати навички діалогічного та монологічного мовлення; 

розвиваюча – стимулювати комунікативну мотивацію шляхом указівки на сферу вживання нової лексики; 

активізувати мислення, навички і вміння вести бесіду за темою уроку;

розвивати вміння працювати в парах та групах;

виховна – досягти ситуації успіху кожного учасника творчого процесу і його максимальної самореалізації. 

Обладнання уроку: картки із завданнями, тематичні малюнки, картки для групової і парної роботи. 

Тип уроку: урок розвитку навичок і вмінь. 

Рівень: Pre-Intermediate. 

Хід уроку: 

I. Оргмомент. Оголошення теми та мети уроку. / Greetings. Introduction/. 

Good morning, everybody! 

Glad to see you. How are you feeling today? P1 P2 P3

Answer my questions using “Echo”:

T: Are you ready?

Ps: Ready!

T: Are you feeling fine?

Ps: Fine!

T: Is the weather good?

Ps: Good!

T: Is everything OK?

Ps: OK! 

So, let’s start our work! 

I hope you will be energetic, active and supportive at the lesson.

The topic of our lesson today is “Shops and shopping”. So we are going to speak about different kinds of shops, about things you can buy there; to work in pairs and groups, to role play “In the shop”. 

II. Активізація лексики. /Vocabulary Revision/

1. To begin with let’s revise the vocabulary which can be used while speaking about shops and shopping.

- How much is that all?

In a book shop

- Morning!

- Good morning! Can I help you?

- I’d like to buy an English dictionary.

- Do you want a mono or bilingual one?

- I need an English-Ukrainian dictionary.

- We have some. Have a look at this one. It is not big. However, it contains more than 40,000 the most used words and word-combinations. You  may look it through. 

- Thank you. The dictionary is really very nice and handy. I like it. How much is it?

- 25 hryvnias. Anything else?

- Yes, please. Will you give me a calendar for the next year?

- Here you are. It costs 2 hryvnias.

- Thank you.

- You are welcome.

At the florist’s

- Good morning!

- Good morning! What would you like to buy?

-You know, my sister adores plants and flowers. She is having her birthday soon so I’d like to buy some new plant for her.

- I see. We have a great variety of plants in our shop. So you can choose. Would you like an exotic plant?

- I’m afraid, no, because exotic plants are sure to die soon. They need a lot of care. I’d prefer something more reliable. 

- What can you say about this plant? It doesn’t need any special care. You’ll have to water it twice a week. And don’t put it in the direct sunlight.

- It’s wonderful! I like it. How much is it?

- Only 45 hryvnias. Our special offer.

- I’ll have it. Would you wrap it up for me, please?

- Yes, of course. Here you are. 

- Thanks a lot. 

Well done. I liked all your dialogues. And what about you? Did you enjoy presenting them? Thank you.

V. Group work. People can buy goods and foodstuffs at different places: in small local shops, at the markets and supermarkets. They all have their advantages and disadvantages. At our previous lesson I asked you to think them over, to compare prices, service, choice of products, opening hours and to prepare arguments to support your views. 

Let’s discuss it in small groups.

Possible answers.

Shopping in a supermarket

If your fridge is empty and you need to buy food you’ll probably go to the supermarket. A supermarket is the best place for people who value their time and money. Shopping in the supermarket is easy because you can buy various goods in one shop and it is very convenient. You can choose any product you like. You can see and touch the goods. Supermarkets sell all kinds of food: fresh, frozen and canned meat, fish, butter, tea, fruit and vegetables, sausage, cheese, dairy products and bread. You may also find dishes, paper products, napkins and toilet paper, soaps and cleaners in the supermarket too. The things for sale are on the counters so that they can be easily seen. There are no queues near the counters. As for the prices, they are not very high. Some products are cheaper than in other shops. Besides, the service is great. The cashiers always smile and greet you, they are polite. Supermarkets are open every day, they work long hours. For example, the supermarket “Fora” opens at 8 a.m. and closes at 11 p.m. 

However, shopping in a supermarket has some disadvantages. You usually can’t limit yourself to your shopping list. Supermarkets use modern advertising techniques to make us buy more than necessary. Shoppers in supermarkets are often unable to fight the desire to buy extra products. 

Fish and meat products are sometimes not fresh so you should be careful buying them. 

And very often there are queues near the checkouts. 

Shopping at the market

Markets are very popular with the customers. All sorts of goods are on sale: meat, fish, fruit and vegetables, dairy products, clothes, footwear, carpets, electric appliances and what not. There is a great variety of foodstuffs. Farmers bring fresh home-grown fruit and vegetables, dairy and meat products. You can choose and taste the food products. You can haggle about prices. If you buy in bulk you are often offered a discount. All the things are cheaper than in shops. There are goods of different quality, different prices. 

A market is a place of contrasts. On the one hand, it is a great spectacular place full of excitement. On the other hand, it is busy, noisy and dirty. There are no fitting rooms, so if you try something on in a cold season you are cold too. Markets are always overcrowded. There are a lot of thieves who can steal your money. So you should be very careful. 

Small shops

If you want more personal attention you will probably do your shopping in small independent stores owned and run by local businessmen. When we run out of bread or butter, eggs or milk we usually go to the nearest local food shop. It’s very convenient. You can buy anything very quickly because there are no queues. Everything is fresh as they get food products daily. Shop-assistants help the customers in finding what they want. But you can’t touch the things. You need to ask a shop-assistant to show you this or that. The prices are usually higher than in a supermarket. You can’t buy all the necessary things in one shop. 

Let’s summarize what has been said.

A choice of a shopping place depends on: 

· the sum of money you have;

· the distance from your home;

· the day of the week, for example, on Sunday you can go to the market, on weekdays you prefer to go to the shops or supermarkets;

· if you need to buy a lot of things it’s better to go to the supermarket because you can buy everything in one shop.
