Procedure

I  Introduction

T:  Dear children, welcome to the Lesia Ukrainka Museum. We are going to have an unusual lesson. We’ll acquaint with L. Ukrainka’s life and her literary activity. I am sure that the atmosphere of museum will help you to be active and creative/

II Warning up 

1.  Listen to the rhyme and finish the lines using the words: pride, guide, star, far.

2. Announcing the rules
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T: Visiting any museums we should keep certain rules of behaviour. You are divided into 3 groups. Could you please, work them out, because one part of the lesson will be held in the halls devoted to L. Ukrainka’s family.

While-reading

T:read the text and use the verbs in brackets in proper tense forms (past, present, passive, active) 

Lesia Ukrainka and Novohrad-Volynskyi

 Visiting L.Ukrainka memorial museum people get to know how the inhabitants of our town honour the memory of L. Ukrainka. In spite of the fact that L.Ukrainka (to be) born in our town the people of our town (begin) to honour this great Ukrainian poetess in 1921. In 1921 one of our streets (to be) renamed to L. Ukrainka street. The official regional paper of August 3, 1938 (to declare) about an annual celebration of Lesia Ukrainka’s birthday in Novohrad-Volynskyi. 

L.Ukrainka’s mother the famous writer (to visit) Novohrad-Volynskyi in 1938 She herself (to show) the house  where Lesia (to be) born. Olena Pchilka (to visit) the house where the Kosach family (to remove) to a year later after Lesia’s birth. There (to be) a school #1 in that house at that time which began bearing Lesia’s name from 1941. Now there (to be) the House museum of the Kosachiv’s family. 50 years later in 1991 near that house a new modern building (have been built) and a revived type of school, gymnasium, (to be) opened and named after Lesia Ukrainka.  In 1946 the public library (have been named) after Lesia Ukrainka.

In 1963 the Lesia Ukainka Memorial Museum (tobe) founded which (become) the cultural centre of our town. In 1987 in front of the Town Place of Culture, which (to be) also named after L.   Ukrainka the monument to L. Ukrainka (to be)  opened (sculptor Obezuk, architect Bosenko) in the central square of the town. This square (have become) the place where since 1987 every year in August the literary holiday ‘Lesyny dzherela’ (to take) place. The inhabitants of Novohrad-Volynskyi (to be) proud that L.Ukrainka (to be) born in our town and (to take care) of the places connected with her name with great love and respect.
