(Програється відеоролик «Hello Song - 10 Languages»)

Student 1: Good afternoon, dear students  and  guests! Glad to see you!
Student 2: Buenos dias, amigos!
Student 2: Bonjour, nos amis!
Student 1: This year all European countries celebrate the 12th anniversary of the Day of European languages, so today we’ll speak about Europe and European languages, about cultural diversity of our world. 
Student 2: For years, as September 26 the world celebrates The Day of European Languages. Being a part of the civilized world, we should also follow this example. That’s why, the Euroclub of our school made a decision to celebrate this holiday too.
Student 1: What is the European Union?
Student 2: The European Union is a unique economic and political partnership between 27 democratic European countries that together cover much of the continent.
Student 1: Its aims are peace, prosperity and freedom for its 498 million citizens — in a fairer, safer world.
 Student 2: The results of this joining are clear, they are: frontier-free travel and trade, the euro (the single European currency), safer food and a greener environment, better living standards in poorer regions, joint action on crime and terror, cheaper phone calls, millions of opportunities to study abroad … and much more besides.

Student 1: Europe has always been home to different peoples and cultures. Poland is our nearest neighbour. We have many friends in Poland. Every year we meet and communicate with each other.  And now meet the Polish song.
Student 2: The EU is recognisable by several symbols, the most well-known being the circle of yellow stars on a blue background.

Student 1: The 12 stars in a circle symbolise the ideals of unity, solidarity and harmony among the peoples of Europe.

Student 2: The melody of the European anthem used to symbolise the EU comes from the Ninth Symphony composed in 1823 by Ludwig Van Beethoven.

Student 1: The ideas behind the European Union were first put forward on 9 May 1950 by French foreign minister Robert Schuman. This is why 9 May is celebrated as a key date for the EU.

Student 2: "United in diversity" is the motto of the European Union.

It signifies how Europeans have come together, in the form of the EU, to work for peace and prosperity, while at the same time being enriched by the continent's many different cultures, traditions and languages.

Meet our young learners with English songs. They are in the second form and want to speak English very much. (“Toys for me, toys for me”, ”In my toy-box” )
Student 1: Now more and more people speak at least one foreign language. This trend dates back from past centuries, because even then it was fashionable insert French or now forgotten colourful Latin word into own talk. 

Student 2: Nowadays, various European organizations lead wide company which aims: to make the people of  Europe to speak at least two foreign languages.
Student 1: How many languages are there in the world?
Student 2:  Let’s listen to some language facts.

Student 1: Did you know that... there are between 6000 and 7000 languages in the world - spoken by 7 billion people divided into 189 independent states.
Student 2: Most of the world’s languages are spoken in Asia and Africa. 

Student 1:  At least half of the world’s population are bilingual or plurilingual, i.e. they speak two or more languages.

Student 2: Languages are constantly in contact with each other and affect each other in many ways: English borrowed words and expressions from many other languages in the past, European languages are now borrowing many words from English.

Student 1: The mother tongue is usually the language one knows best and uses most. Our Ukrainian language is very melodious, wonderful and exciting. It’s a soul of our people. Listen to the Ukrainian song.

Student 2: Bilingualism brings with it many benefits: it makes the learning of additional languages easier, enhances the thinking process and fosters contacts with other people and their cultures.

Student 1: Languages are related to each other like the members of a family. Most European languages belong to the large Indo-European family.

Student 2: Most European languages belong to three broad groups: Germanic, Romance and Slavic. 

Student 1:The Germanic family of languages includes Danish, Norwegian, Swedish, Icelandic, German, Dutch, English and Yiddish, among others.

Student 2: The Romance languages include Italian, French, Spanish, Portuguese and Romanian, among others. 

Student 1: The Slavic languages include Russian, Ukrainian, Belarusian, Polish, Czech, Slovak, Slovenian, Serbian, Croatian, Macedonian, Bulgarian and others.

Student 2: Most European languages use the Latin alphabet. Some Slavic languages use the Cyrillic alphabet. Greek, Armenian, Georgian and Yiddish have their own alphabet.

Student 1: Russia (148 million inhabitants) has by far the highest number of languages spoken on its territory: from 130 to 200 depending on the criteria.

Student 2: Due to the influx of migrants and refugees, Europe has become largely multilingual. In London alone some 300 languages are spoken. And now our pretty girls want to present you an English song.  (Love you like a love song)
Student 1: So many languages are spoken in Europe. But English is one of the most spread languages in the world. What foreign language do you speak?
Student 2: Of course, English!

Student 1: English is a world language. English is a language born on a wet cold island off the coast of the European continent.  It is used not only in England and the USA but also in other parts of the world. Now it is the sec​ond most widely used language in the world. 

Student 2: Over three hundred and fifty million people speak it as their first language, and the same number use it as the second language. It is difficult to say how many people learn it as a for​eign language. English has become an international language. It is an official language in 44 countries. 

Student 1: English is the main language of business, sports and science. Three quarters of the world's mail are in English. It is the world's computer language. It has become the language of international traffic control and police and emergency services. 

Student 2: English is a chief language of interna​tional business and academic conferences and the leading language of international tourism. It is also the main language of popular music, advertising, home computers and video games.

The English language is a wonderful language. It’s the language of the great literature and of course English humour is very special.

Student 1:  At all times people understood the importance of foreign languages ​​in the life of a civilized man. Since the beginning of the new millennium, UNESCO proclaimed the XXI century - the century of polyglots.
Student 2: Who is a polyglot?

Student 1: A polyglot is a person who learns language to the point of high level of fluency. Polyglots are very interesting people. A polyglot is one who can speak more than 10 languages well.
Student 2: The reality is polyglotism is about hard work.

Who was the greatest linguist in history? We will never know that for sure, but historical sources point to the Italian cardinal Giuseppe Mezzofanti. 
 Some sources reported that he had spoken up to 100 languages, altough half of them were dialects.

John Browning reached the Mezzofanti’s level, his contemporaries maintained that he spoke in almost 100 languages what makes him one of the most famous polyglots ever.

Kenneth Hale. MIT Proffesor. This polyglot knew over 50 languages.

Georges Dumezil was a famous French philologist who knew up to 40 languages.

William James Sidis. Genius who could learn a language in a day. Finally he knew up to 40 foreign languages.

Student 1: Look at the map of the European languages. The most spoken languages in Europe are English and German. Meet the German song.
Student 2: You know besides people-polyglots  there are books-polyglots.

According to the Guinness Book of World Records, the Bible is  the most widely translated book in history.  The complete Bible or portions of it have been translated into more than 2,100 languages and dialects.

According to Index Translationum, Agatha Christie is the most-translated individual author, and her books have been translated into at least 103 languages.

If you have a love for languages, why not try learning a new one? Becoming a polyglot will open doors for you that do not normally open for monolingual people. Learning languages is both difficult and fun. Pick a language of a country or culture you love to make learning easier for you.

Study everyday
If possible, study the language every day. Many studies have proved that it is better to study for a shorter time everyday than study for a long period only one or two days a week.

Review the contents

Always review what you studied at least once a week. Do not wait weeks to review, because by the time, you’ll have forgotten most of what you knew.

Set goals

Set goals and put them in writing. Small and measurable objectives work the best. If you reach your goal give yourself a prize.

Keep motivated

Sometimes, when we are studying a language, it seems that we are not progressing. This is quite normal; everybody that studies languages feel that way in some point of the journey. Do not get discouraged because of this, the best strategy to overcome this problem is to temporarily change the material or method that are being used and remember the reasons you first decided to learn the language.

Do not be afraid to make mistakes

Often we are afraid to make mistakes or to speak in the wrong way in front of colleagues, teachers or native speakers. But do not be scared, the most important thing in this kind of situation is to practice and to get your message across. 

Do not settle down

Do not assume that just because you understand most things or can keep a conversation that you should stop studying. If you don’t keep in touch with the language you’re going to lose fluency. Of course, you don’t need to keep studying every day. But, remember that there is always a new word to learn.

Have fun

Above all have some fun while studying. Studying a language doesn’t mean you have to stay on a chair all day long. Listening to music, reading, watching TV, playing games, chatting with new people and travelling around are a few of fun things you can do while learning a language.
