	You have done with a map-puzzle and recollected the locatio of the states. As you know the USA consists of 50 states and Washington  D.C. I`d like you to present them. Do it quickly, please. 

1) Wyoming
Wyoming is small in population but rich in history. It boasts the nation's first elected woman official. Wyoming claims the first national park Yellowstone, the first national monuments Devils Tower and the first national forest Shoshone. Wyoming is famous for the festival Frontier Days. The state motto is "Equal rights".
2) Idaho
Idaho /Gem of the Mountains/ is a land of dramatic natural features. Idaho's Shoshone Falls, on the Snake River, are higher than Niagara Falls. Idaho is known world round for its potatoes and mineral resources. The Malad River is said to be the shortest river in the world. 
3) Arkansas
Arkansas is a beautiful state of mountains, valleys and thick forests. Millions of travelers come to the state to visit Eureka and Hot Springs. Arkansas has the continent's only diamond mine.
4) Connecticut
Connecticut gave the world its "first workable written constitution". Connecticut has long led in the production of helicopters, jet aircraft engines and submarines. 
5) Michigan 
Michigan is the only state that is divided into two peninsulas. It is the state in which half its area is fresh water. Michigan leads the United States in auto production. It is largest U.S. producer of salt and mint. Michigan has largest copper reserve in the United States. Michigan is the place to visit if you like snowmobiling, ice fishing and swimming.
6) Maine
Maine is famous for potatoes, lobsters and submarines. The first ship launched in the Western Hemisphere - the Virginia was built in Maine in 1607. The first atomic submarine was built in Maine. The motto of Maine is " Dirigo" - "I direct".
7) New Hampshire
New Hampshire offers year-round tourist attraction. In summer visitors flock to the mountains, lakes and quiet villages. In winter, skiers arrive from all over the East. The state produced the world's first machine-made watches. It has the world's largest blanket mill. In New Hampshire is the windiest place on earth on top of Mt. Washington. The motto is "Live free or die".
8) Utah
Utah is a land that was settled because no one else wanted it. Utah is world center of genealogical research. It has the largest salt lake in North America - Great Salt Lake. Utah is covered with many canyons and deserts. The state motto is " Industry".
9) Kansas
Kansas is known as the Breadbasket of America. The state is midway between the oceans, so it is known as Midway, USA. The state is famous for aviation manufacture. Dodge City is "the cowboy capital of the world". Kansas has the world's greatest salt deposits and the largest wheat market. 
10) Arizona
Nickname: Grand Canyon State. Motto: God enriches. Arizona is the land of contrast and surprise. The most startling area of the state is the Great Canyon, which is one of the Seven Natural Wonders of the world. 
11) Montana
Montana "Big Sky Country" and Treasure State is a land of tall mountains in the sweet and broad plains in the east. The mountains have produced a great wealth of gold and silver. The motto: " Oro Y Plata" - "Gold and Silver".
12) Vermont
Vermont is known for the independent nature of its people. They strongly opposed to slavery. The state is first in maple syrup production. The state motto is "Freedom and Unity".
13) West Virginia
This war-born state suffered terribly during the Civil war. One city changed 56 times. West Virginia is leader in coal and natural gas production. The nickname is "The Mountains State". The motto is "Mountaineers are always free" .
14) Florida
Florida is a land of sunshine and flowers. With Walt Disney World Florida became one of the tourist magnets. Florida was discovered by Ponce de Leon in 1513. He called it "Pascua Florida", " Flowery Easter", on Easter Sunday. The motto of Florida is «In God We Trust». 
15) Delaware
Nickname: Diamond State. Delaware is like a diamond. It was the first state to accept the new US Constitution. Today, Delaware is both a farming and an industrial region and leads the nation in the production of chemicals.
16) Minnesota
Minnesota is famous for its 15,000 lakes, iron ore and thick forests. It's history backs to Vikings. The state is leading milk, butter and cheese producer. It has the nation's largest shopping center. The motto is "The Star of the North" 
17) Missouri 
Missouri is the "Show Me" state, a nickname that stands for intelligent skepticism. Missouri is a center of transportation thanks to the Mississippi and Missouri. The state is sometimes called "The Mother of the West". Missouri is the first in the US production of lead. The motto: " The welfare of the people shall be the supreme law".
18) Mississippi
Mississippi was the home of one of the largest Indian populations. Forced to leave the state they went over the "Trail of Tears" to western lands. In 1967 the Space Age came to the state with the opening the National Space Technology Laboratories. The notables of Mississippi are William Faulkner and Elvis Presley.
19) South Carolina
South Carolina the site of the most Revolutionary battles. The state is the nation's first cotton mill. The state is famous for its beautiful flower gardens and beaches. The motto is " Dum Spiro Spero" - "While I breath, I hope" 
20) Colorado
A skier's paradise, Colorado is "the real Switzerland of America" /Th. Roosevelt/. It is a center for vacationers. Colorado is major manufacturing, agricultural and mining state. 
21) Illinois
Illinois is perhaps the most American of all the states. Thanks Land of Lincoln nourished the future president. Illinois has the greatest concentration of transportation. The world's busiest airport is Chicago's O'Hare. Illinois boasts of the world's tallest building - Sears Tower in Chicago.
22) New JerseyNew Jersey gave the world football, baseball and Santa Claus. It was the home to three inventors in American history. It was here that Thomas Edison invented the electric light bulb, Samuel Morse the electric telegraph and John Holland the submarine. The motto is " Liberty and prosperity ".
23) District of Columbia
District of Columbia is not a part of any state, but it is the capital of the United States. There are many monuments to visit. The Jefferson Memorial, Washington Monument and Lincoln Memorial attract millions of tourists. The city has some of the best museums in the world. "The District" /Washington/ was selected by Congress as the nation's capital. The cornerstone of the Capitol was laid in 1793 by George Washington, who was a skilled Mason. The city of Washington was burned by the British in the War of 1812. The grandeur of its monuments attracts tourists from home and abroad. The White House, is where the President of the United States lives and works.
24) Hawaii
Hawaii /Homeland/ is the most unusual state. It is the only state ever to have been governed directly by monarchs. Hawaii is the nation's only island state. The Hawaiians killed Captain Cook in 1789. The language of Hawaii has no word of weather. Hawaii is a leader in pineapple production. 

25) Pennsylvania
Pennsylvania is the most historic state - the birthplace of Independence and Constitution. It is called the "Birth state of the Nation". It is famous for the production of pig iron and steel. The state is home of the first computer. The motto is "Virtue, Liberty and Independence".
26) New Mexico
New Mexico is a state where the atomic age became a reality. The atomic age was born at Alamogordo on July 16, 1945, with the test explosion of the first atomic bomb. The state is birthplace of the U.S. livestock industry. It leads in dry ice production. The motto is " Crescit Eundo" - "It grows as it goes". 

27) Iowa
Iowa is one of the greatest farming states in the country. It is a leader in manufacturing cereals, tractors and washing machines. Iowa has one of the finest writing schools. Among its notables are many authors and artists. 
28) Wisconsin
Wisconsin is a state of progress and leadership. It leads nation milk production. It produces 40% of cheese and 20% of butter. The state is first in paper. The wooden areas are great for hiking and hunting. The motto is "Forward".
29) Virginia
Virginia was the realm of a great Indian emperor. It became the " Mother of Presidents". It is also known as "Mother of the States". Virginia was first in glass manufacturing and tobacco farming. 
30) Georgia 
Georgia is a commercial leader of the region. The state ranks first in production of peanuts and China clays. Georgia gave Coca-Cola to the world. Georgia is home of the cotton gin machine, the site of the first US gold rush, and first US source of aluminum. Georgia's native Margaret Mitchell was the author of one of the best-known novels, Gone With the Wind. 
31) Ohio
Ohio has long been one of the leaders in industry and cultural activities. Professional baseball got its start in Ohio. The hot dog was invented in the state, as well as floating soap. Ohio is a world leader in machine tools and first in clay and rubber production. The motto is "With God all things are possible".
32) Alaska
Alaska is the land where the ice barks and huge moose sometimes interfere with golf games. Alaska is celebrated for its vast oil resources being the nation's largest forest acreage. Many Eskimos still hunt and fish as many years ago. On March 30, 1867, the US bought Alaska for $7,2 million. The mystery is not why Russia sold Alaska but why the US wanted to buy it. In 1880 gold was discovered in Alaska.
33) Massachusetts
Massachusetts is a national leader. The first printing press, college and secondary school were established here. Massachusetts has also given the nation four presidents. The historic city of Boston became one of the greatest cultural centers. Massachusetts gave birth to the American Revolution. It is home of the oldest American Harvard University. The nickname is "The Bay State".
34) Rhode Island
The smallest state in area, Rhode Island has the longest name of " State of Rhode Island and Providence Plantations". The state is the birthplace of the US industrial revolution. It is a popular vacation area. The motto is "Hope".
35) Tennessee
Tennessee's borders touch eight other states. The state has distinction in many fields. It is known as the "Birthplace of the Blues" and the home of Elvis Presley. Tennessee has a long military tradition. In 1866 American secret society Ku-Klux Klan was founded. The motto is "Agriculture and commerce".
36) Washington
Washington is a state with a split personality - the rainy lands to the west and the desert land to the east. Both sides are known for production of major crops. Ships from all the parts of the world dock in the ports of Washington. Washington is world leader in apple production and first in sweet cherries. The state motto is " By and By".
37) Nebraska
Nebraska was " the great American desert". It was changed into a land of vast farms. In the west are wheat fields. In the north-central region, herds of beef cattle graze on ranches. In the east crops are grown. The motto is "Equality before the law".
38) Indiana
Indiana boasts of an extraordinary number of notables; Thomas Marshal among them. The state enjoys leadership in basketball. Indiana is national leader in production of musical instruments.
39) Texas
Texas leads the nation in total productivity. It is the only state with five major ports. Texas is known for its many oil wells and rodeos. The nickname is " The Lone Star State".
40) North Dakota
North Dakota is the state where Theodore Roosevelt developed his dynamic image. The state is small in population but rich in natural resources. North Dakota is first in spring wheat, rye and flax. North Dakota is a state of farms and ranches. 
41) Oregon
Oregon boasts the greatest timber in the nation and the largest geyser. It produces most US plywood and leads in nickel production. The state is a leader in sound ecological legislation. There are Sea Lion Caves and the country's deepest Greater Lake. The motto is " She flies with her own wings".
42) Louisiana
Louisiana is the home of the famous Mardi Gras in New Orleans, that charming old city with its rich French heritage. Because of the many rivers, fishing and hunting are popular sports. The state has the largest US iron ore reserves. The motto is "Union, justice and confidence". 
43) Alabama
Alabama is the "Heart of Dixie", where the Confederate constitution was formulated. Alabama is a pioneer in the iron and steel industry. It became leader in the Space Age. The first rocket to put humans on the moon was built in the Huntsville. Alabama is filled with beauty. Many people visit Alabama to swim at the beach and to fish in the Gulf of Mexico.
44) Maryland 
Maryland is America in miniature. It is home of the national anthem. Maryland is home of the first railway locomotive in the United States and world's first telegraph line. Maryland is first US manufacture of umbrellas. The nickname is "The Old Line State". 
45) South Dakota
Visitors flock to South Dakota to see the world-famed "rock stars", the 60 ft presidential faces of the Mount Rushmore Memorial. The faces of 4 American Presidents G. Washington, T. Jefferson, A. Lincoln and T. Roosevelt are covered into the mountain. It is the home of largest gold mine in the United States. The motto is " Under God, the people rule".
46) Oklahoma
Oklahoma is a state of thousands of oil and natural gas wells. There are millions of beef cattle on its ranches. Oklahoma is also a centre of cowboy culture and the National Finals Rodeo. 
47) California
California is a land of contrasts, with high mountains and barren deserts. It is a unique part of the country. First in population, manufacturing, and agriculture California boasts of Hollywood and Beverly Hills. The discovery of oil in 1899 brought people prosperity. 
48) North Carolina
North Carolina was the site of the Wright brother's first fight. The state has the first US school of forestry. North Carolina is the leader in fine furniture production. The state leads the nation tobacco cultivation and cigarette production. 
49) Nevada
Nevada is a cattle- and sheep-raising state. Nevada is home to the world's most popular gambling center Las Vegas. The state is world center of rare opals. The nickname is " The Silver State". The motto of Nevada is " All for our country".
50) New York
New York is a state of dramatic contrasts. It is the world center of finance and tourism. The state is first in publishing and photographic industries. It has the world's longest suspension bridge - the Verrazano-Narrows. The Statue of Liberty stands in New York Harbor as a symbol of freedom. It was given to the USA by France in 1884. The capital of the state is Albany.
51) Kentucky
Kentucky is famed for its fine horses, bourbon and tobacco. Kentucky's Cave Region is world unique. The nickname is " The Bluegrass State". The motto of Kentucky is " United we stand, divided we fall".

As you have noticed there were some questions about the symbols of the USA. Your hometask was to prepare some information about the symbols of the USA. 

1) The United States flag is far more than the red, white and blue cloth of which it is made. as a living symbol of America it satands for the past, present and future of this country. It symbolized American people, American land and American way of life. It reminds us of the native Americans who inhabited the continent for thousands of years, of Pilgrims finding a place to worship their God, of pioneers building homes in a new land, of Washington leading a young nation. The American flag is often called "The Stars and Stripes", it is also called "Old Glory". It represented the growth of the nation. It has 13 horizontal stripes, 7 red and 6 white which stand for the original 13 states, and 50 white stars on a blue field. The stars represented the 50 American states.
2) The national anthem of the United States is "The Star Spangled Banner". The words were written during the Anglo-American war of 1812-1814 and set to the music of an old song. Every state has its own flag, its own emblem and its own anthem too. 
3) The eagle became the national emblem of the country in 1782. It has an olive branch - a symbol of peace, and arrows - a symbol of strength. You can see the eagle on the back of a dolliar bill.
4) The Statue of Liberty National Monument officially celebrated it`s 100th birthday on October 28, 1986. The people of France gave the Statue to the people of the United States in recognition of the friendship established during the American Revolution.
5) The Liberty Bell is an iconic symbol of American independence, located in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. Formerly placed in the steeple of the Pennsylvania State House (now renamed Independence Hall), the bell today is located in the Liberty Bell Center inIndependence National Historical Park. The bell became famous after an 1847 short story claimed that an aged bell-ringer rang it on July 4, 1776, upon hearing of
the Second Continental Congress's vote for independence. Despite the fact that the bell did not ring for independence on that July 4, the tale was widely accepted as fact, even by some historians.
6) Uncle Sam is a common national personification of the American government or the United States in general that, according to legend, came into use during the War of 1812 and was supposedly named for Samuel Wilson but whose actual origin may be obscure. Uncle Sam represents a manifestation of patriotic emotion (of people in America for the country in which they live). During the war of 1812 one story tells, a man saw the letters «U.S.» on a big package. Of course, they stood for United States, but the man didn`t know this. He asked what they meant. At that time there was a man whom everyone called Uncle Sam. To make fun of the man who asked what «U.S.» stood for, someone told him that the letter stood for Uncle Sam. In his pictures uncle Sam is always tall and thin. He wears a long tailed coat and a thin hat. His suit was stars and stripes on it like those of the United States Flag.

As you have seen there is an exhibition in the hall «We are travellers» and I think you also like travelling. So, let`s have an imaginery trip to Washington D.C. and New Yourk city. You can see two circles with the name of these cities and here you see their main sights. Imagine, that you would like to visit them, take one picture, put it into the right place and tell us what you know about it. Begin with «I`d like to visit/see»
Washington D.C.

1) The White House is the official residence and principal workplace of the President of the United States, located at 1600Pennsylvania Avenue NW in Washington, D.C. It has been the residence of every U.S. president since 1800. There are more than hundred rooms there. The largest roo is the East Room. Other famous rooms are the Green Room, the Blue Room, the red

2) Room, which are used for afternoon tea and for receptions held before state dinners.

3) The Washington Memorial is an obelisk on the National Mall in Washington, D.C., built to commemorate George Washington, once commander-in-chief of the Continental Army and the first American president. Standing almost due east of the Reflecting Pool and theLincoln Memorial,marble the monument, made of , granite, and bluestone gneiss, is both the world's tallest stone structure and the world's tallest obelisk.

4) Tha Capitol is located in the very centre of Washington, not far from the Liberty of Congress. It is the highest Building in Washington. There is a law in Washington not to build buildings higher than the Capitol. It is the home of the United States government.
5) The Lincoln Memorial is an American national monument built to honour the 16th President of the United States, Abraham Lincoln. It is located on the western end of the National Mall in Washington, D.C., across from the Washington Monument. The building is in the form of a Greek Doric temple and contains a large seated sculpture of Abraham Lincoln and inscriptions of two well-known speeches by Lincoln, The Gettysburg Address and his Second Inaugural Address. The memorial has been the site of many famous speeches, including Martin Luther King's "I Have a Dream" speech, delivered on August 28, 1963, during the rally at the end of the March on Washington for Jobs and Freedom.
6) There is one more well-known building in Washington -Pentagon, the residence of the US Military department. It is situated in the suburbs to the south of the Potomac

New York City
1) Time Square is a major commercial intersection and neighborhood in Midtown Manhattan, New York City, at the junction of Broadway and Seventh Avenue, and stretching from West 42nd to West 47th Streets. Brightly adorned with billboards and advertisements, Times Square is sometimes referred to as The Crossroads of the World, The Center of the Universe, the heart of The Great White Way, and the "heart of the world". Time Square is one of the world's most visited tourist attractions, drawing an estimated fifty million visitors annually.

2) The original World Trade Center was a large complex of seven buildings in Lower Manhattan, New York City, United States. It featured landmark twin towers, which opened on April 4, 1973, and were destroyed in the September 11, 2001 attacks, with7 World Trade Center collapsing later that day due to the damage it suffered when the twin towers collapsed that morning. The other buildings in the complex were severely damaged by the collapse of the twin towers, and their ruins were eventually demolished.
3) The Lower East Side was originally an elegant neighbourhood. When New York was the capital of the United States. It was characterized by crime and poverty. There were many Irish and then came many Jews from Eastern Europe. There are many famous restaurants. Today the Chinatown is the only immigrant community that`s still growing. 

4) The Empire State Building is at the Fifth Avenue. It`s a 102-storeyed building. It was built in 1931. It`s starred in over 90 movies. The Metropolitan Museum is at the Fifth Avenue too. 

5) Broadway is the longest street in the world. It is about 12       miles long. It is the centre of entertainments.

6) Brooklyn Bridge is a very important bridge that connects Manhattan and Brooklyn boroughs. It`s a bridge over the East River.
