 Ukraine has a total area of over 230, 000 square miles. This is little bigger than France. It has two natural boundaries. To the west there are the Carpathian Mountains and to the south is the Black Sea. The River Dnieper connects Ukraine with the Baltic coast countries and then eventually flows south into the Mediterranean. The mouth of the Danube River provides an outlet for Ukrainian trade with the Balkans, Austria and Germany.

Ukraine has for many years been known as the Breadbasket of Europe. This is mainly due to its ability to produce vast amounts of grain. Central and southern Ukraine is almost all steppe, or prairie land, loaded with very fertile black soil perfect for farming grain. In the east is  the industrial capital of Ukraine, containing large reserves of mineral deposits, known as the Greater Donbas or Donetsk Basin. 

Although many people imagine Ukraine to be very flat, agricultural and generally not interesting geographically, this is not the case. The north and west parts of Ukraine are very hilly and heavily forested. Picturesque mountain resorts are dotted throughout the Carpathian mountain range. Lying on Ukraine`s western border the Carpathians provide a paradise for those seeking winter sports such as skiing.

So, overall, Ukraine is a great mixture of agricultural farmland, mountainous regions beauty tourist resorts.
